 Recommendations and Temporary Changes Due To Course Closing
 

Due to the closing of the Landing course in June for approximately 7 weeks the RLSATGOLFGROUP golf committee has agreed on the following recommendations and temporary tournament changes. These temporary changes will remain in affect only during the time the Landing course is closed. The recommendations should be followed all of the time. The purpose of the changes is to facilitate speed of play. Remember the best fast play tip is to be considerate of those playing behind you.
 
Recommendations: 
 

   1. All players go directly to their own ball, prepare to hit your next shot and always play ready golf.
   2. All walkers should consider enrolling in a cart plan. This will help pace      of play but more importantly, may be a healthier choice during the hot summer  months. Ask for a copy of the cart plan at the pro shop.   

   3. Be at least 15 minutes early as tee times may be moved up when possible.
   4. Guests are welcome and you are responsible to all for your guests pace of play.
    

Temporary changes:
 

    1.  The tournaments will be either 1 or 2 low net ball. Low Gross and Low Net will be replaced with 2 more close to the pins.
    2. When the team points have been made then common sense prevails concerning time for others to finish the hole. The other players should pick up and add strokes for what it would reasonably taken to hole out. 
    3. Maximum strokes per hole: when you reach your equitable stroke maximum (ESM) pick up and use the ESM plus what it would reasonably taken to hole out.
    4. When a walker should finish a hole prior to riders, he should go to the next tee while riders finish.
    5. Spend no more than 5 minutes looking for a ball, however, when all others have hit your time for looking is up, be prepared to hit your next shot.
